COST OF A 
PRODUCTION

• Royalties & Rights: $3,000 – $7,500
• Lighting & Scenery: $1,500 - $2,000
• Costumes/Wigs: $500 - $3,000
• Musicians: $5,000
• Choreographer: $1,000
• Staffing: $3,500 - $4,500
• Playbills: $1,300

Total Average Cost: $9,800 - $24,300

The cost of a production will vary 
depending on whether it is a Musical or 
Non-Musical

• Jacking & Leveling Multiple Buildings - $45,000

• New Ceiling & Lighting Fixtures - $5,000

• New Roofs - $60,000

• Continuous painting of all buildings - $10,000 (pre season)

• Renovation of Original Theater Seats - $25,000

• Henderson House New Building - $45,000
